An Inside Look 
see what your doctor sees

Your Eye Care Professional can often detect various 
conditions and diseases by examining your retina.

Normal Retina
Blood vessels and the optic nerve (looks like the sun) are
clearly visible. The smooth curvature of the thick VEINS and
thinner ARTERIES surround the FOVEA (“cherry red spot”).
The FOVEA is responsible for our ability to recognize detail.

Hypertensive Retina (Advanced)
Blood vessels and the optic nerve (looks like the sun)
are clearly visible. The thick VEINS and thinner ARTERIES
are snake-like and not smoothly curved. Note the scattered
“dot and blot” hemorrhages (blood) as well as leakage
of white material from the blood vessels. If these
complications impact the FOVEA (“cherry red spot”),
vision will be reduced. The FOVEA is responsible for our
ability to recognize detail.

Diabetic Retina (Advanced)
Blood vessels and the optic nerve (looks like the sun)
are not sharp and clear. The two dark red blotches in
the lower right are hemorrhages (blood). In addition,
there are a few “flame-shaped” hemorrhages as well as
leakage of white material from the blood vessels. If
these complications impact the FOVEA (“cherry red
spot”) as it appears here, vision will be reduced. The
FOVEA is responsible for our ability to recognize detail.

Glaucoma
Blood vessels and the optic nerve (looks like the sun)
are clearly visible. The smooth curvature of the thick
VEINS and thinner ARTERIES surround the FOVEA
(“cherry red spot”). The FOVEA is responsible for our
ability to recognize detail. Note the large white circle
inside the optic nerve. This is a classic sign of
increased eye pressure or glaucoma.
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
